Glass Art in the heath
A unique exhibition in Munster
Works of art made of glass in nature, exposed to the interplay of sun, light and shadow, wind, rain and morning dew. Glass Art in constantly changing effect and charisma. This is the concept of the exhibition GLASPLASTIK UND GARTEN, in which artists present their works for the 11th time. Trees, meadow and the river curse of the villages, historical buildings of the Ollershof and natural wet meadows are background and presentation area at the same time. The city parks are transformed into a huge temporary open-air gallery.
More than 60 artist will be showing around 100, some monumental objects of contemporary glass art as well as unusual installations in idyllic surroundings from 17th August to 8th September in this year.  They come from 12 nations, many of them have already been to Munster several times. The exhibition GLASPLASTIK UND GARTEN is thus one of the largest outdoor exhibition of glass art and the cultural highlight of the season in the Lüneburger Heide. 
The 6,000 € art prize will be awarded on the opening day. In addition to Mayor Christina Fleckenstein, this year´s jurors include the director of the Frauenau Glass Msueum, Karin Rühl, Nadania Idriss, founder + executive director of Berlin Glas e.V., Simone Fezer, glass artist and Prof. Dr. Carl-Peter Buschkühle, managing director of the Institute for Art Education at the Justus-Liebig University in Giessen. 
The participating artists will also present over 100 small works of art made of glass an other materials in the historical ambience ot the St. Urbani Church and the Municipal Library.
Torsten Rotzsch is this year´s artist who works in the glassblowing studio in the middle of the exhibition grounds and produces objects on the smelting furnace before the  eyes of the visitiors, which can be purchased in the Gallery an der Örtze alongside other works.
